Maths

English

In English the children will he comparing different stories by the same author, looking at books linked, to- our topics
and using their own ideas in their writing. They will also he writing recounts and exploring a range of poetry. The
children will continue to work on their understanding and use of grammar and develop their comprehension skills

through a range of texts in owr daily guided, reading lessons.

Our other subject themes this term:

e  Our topic this term is ‘Scavengers and Settlers’ where we will he looking at prehistory and the clues historian
have that help us understand our Stone Age, Bronze Age and Iron Age .

® Science - We are studying science in weekly blocks each half term. Our first topic is ‘Plants’. After half term we
® Music - We will he exploring pitch and, structure in music as well as lots of singing! Year 3 children will he
leaning to use percussion instruments.
e ICT -the children will he leaming to use Word and other programs.
e R.E. We will he hawing an RE day in Octoher and ancther in Decemhber looking at and comparing major world
® PE - gymnastics and hall skills. PE kits should be in school every day.

PE sessions: Tuesday and Thursday (trainers needed for these sessions)
Homework: Spellings will be sent home on Mondays and yowr child will be tested on them on Friday.
Learning Logs: The children regularly receive tasks for their leaming logs. This work is set on a Friday and due in on the following
Friday. If your child needs to use a computer to complete a task, there is a homework club on lunchtimes that they can attend. As
learning logs are new for some your children, if you would like to see examples, do ask me.

Reading: Your child, is expected to read every evening and should be ready to take their reading quiz twice a week. Please sign or
initial your child's reading diary.
